3     Fit Worx Intake Grate into position using the new mounting bolts supplied (25mm in      the front 20mm in 

the back). 
4    Wipe off excess silicone with a damp cloth. Allow 4-6 hours minimum for silicone to  cure before riding. 
5.   Regularly check that all bolts are tight on your intake grate and ride plate.
